General Contracting Terms and Conditions
(Contract for Connection to the Distribution Network)

1. Subject matter of the Contract:

The Applicant intends to operate mains gas fired equipment at the consumption site stated in Section 1 of the Agreement (or to use an additional gas amount). The Applicant has reported the gas demand required for operation to the Distributor in the applicable manner. 

The Distributor intends to distribute natural gas to the Applicant, as required for the gas supply of the reported consumption site, in view of the fact that he has a distribution licence issued by the Hungarian Energy Office and that he shall extend his distribution licence to the consumption site.

The Contracting parties mutually agree and specify that the Applicant can connect to the Distributor’s distribution network (or can satisfy his additional gas demand) only if all the conditions stated in the NGS Act, its Execution Decree, other applicable legal regulations, the business regulations of the Distributor and the Contract have been met. If all the conditions stated in the Contract have been met, then the Distributor must facilitate the Applicant’s connection to the distribution network (or satisfaction of his additional gas demand). 

Until the Applicant pays the total amount of the connection fee to the Distributor, the Distributor shall not begin the technical development required for the satisfaction of the gas demand/additional gas demand.
2. Effective period of the Contract offer:

The Contract is established with the Parties’ signature and enters into force when the Contract signed by the user is received by the Distributor. The entry into force requires the return of the Contract signed by the Applicant to the Distributor and the payment of the connection fee contained in the Contract within the deadline.

If the Applicant (or his representative) fails to sign and return the Contract within 30 days, or pay the connection fee within the deadline, the Distributor shall no longer be bound to his offer.

The Contracting parties agree that if the connection fee is not paid fully (by all parties if several parties are involved) within the deadline, then the distributor may unilaterally cancel the Contract. The Distributor refunds the already paid connection fee to the payer without any interest within 30 days from the cancellation of the Contract.

3. Payment obligation:

Subsequent applicants by the route of the gas distribution pipe to be constructed may receive a refund of the paid connection fee within 10 years from the commissioning of the pipe.
Within this term, the Distributor reviews the economic indicators of the investment project upon the Applicant’s written request and notifies the Parties concerned in writing. The written report contains the results of the analysis, and the amount, method and time of the refund.
4.  Connection date and conditions:

The Contracting parties declare that the Distributor shall construct the gas pipe required for the satisfaction of the gas demand/additional gas demand in compliance with the Contract if the Applicant signs and returns the Connection Contract and pays the connection fee (in a specific number and amount in case there are several Applicants) to the Distributor and all other terms and conditions contained in the contract and legal regulations have been met. The Distributor shall proceed in order to obtain the regulatory permits and satisfy other conditions required for connection to the Distributor’s system. The availability date stated in the Contract may be modified pursuant to legal regulations or the Contract may even fail especially if the Distributor cannot start or complete the construction of the gas pipeline required for the connection without the required regulatory permits or consent of the real property owners.
5. Conditions of the start of consumption
The Contracting Parties unanimously establish and declare that the Applicant may start consuming the natural gas only if the Applicant has entered into a service agreement with the universal service provider or the gas trader.
6. Contents of the connection right
The Parties order it to be declared that with the payment of the connection fee specified in the Contract, the Applicant acquires a right to connect to the Distributor’s system with regard to the specific consumption site. 

Based on the payment of the connection fee, the Distributor must facilitate gas supply at the specific consumption point for which the connection fee has been paid. If the gas demand of a particular consumption point needs to be increased, then the Applicant must pay a connection fee for the additional gas demand. If the additional gas demand can only be satisfied with technical development, then the Applicant must pay the specified connection fee to the Distributor. 

The payment of the connection fee facilitates connection to the distribution system for a specific consumption point, regardless of the identity of the Applicant. If the Applicant changes but there is no change in the gas demand, then the Distributor still facilitates connection to the distribution system under the same terms and conditions.
7. Breach of contract
Breach of contract by the Distributor:

If the Applicant fulfils all the requirements of connection including especially the completion of the consumption system and the Distributor has declared it satisfactory in terms of technical safety, but connection does not take place due to any reason attributable to the Distributor, the Distributor violates the contract.

(The penalty amount is regulated in the Distributor’s Business Regulations.) 

The Applicant is entitled to compensation for his damages over and above the penalty in compliance with the rules of compensation.

Breach of contract by the Applicant:

After two years, if the Applicant still does not use the capacity requested in the Contract, the distribution licensee may demand reimbursement of his eligible costs required for the supply of the capacity.
If an effective and valid Contract is unilaterally terminated by the Applicant, the natural gas Distributor is eligible for and may claim compensation of all the expenses incurred and may also offset this amount from the paid connection fee or, if the paid connection fee does not cover the entire compensation, then the Distributor may invoice the remaining amount to the Applicant.

Neither Party is liable for the non-contractual performance of the obligations stated in this Contract, or delay in performance or default if such default is the result of a force majeure. 
The Party in whose interest the force majeure event occurs must notify the other Party immediately of the force majeure event, its reasons and estimated length in a registered letter (if it is not possible, then by any other way). The Party failing to send such notification shall be liable for any consequential damages without limitation.
8. Contract amendment:

With the exception of the provisions of Section 4, the Contract may be modified only in writing, with the mutual agreement of both parties. A modification may take place if the gas demand changes, or an unpredicted condition occurs, or due to some other reason.
9. Termination of the Contract:

1. Subject of the Contract
The Applicant intends to operate mains gas fired equipment at the consumption site stated in Section 1 of the Agreement (or to use an additional gas amount). The Applicant has reported the gas demand required for operation to the Distributor in the applicable manner. 

The Distributor intends to distribute natural gas to the Applicant, as required for the gas supply of the reported consumption site, in view of the fact that he has a distribution licence issued by the Hungarian Energy Office and that he shall extend his distribution licence to the consumption site.

The Contracting parties mutually agree and specify that the Applicant can connect to the Distributor’s distribution network (or can satisfy his additional gas demand) only if all the conditions stated in the NGS Act, its Execution Decree, other applicable legal regulations, the business regulations of the Distributor and the Contract have been met. If all the conditions stated in the Contract have been met, then the Distributor must facilitate the Applicant’s connection to the distribution network (or satisfaction of his additional gas demand).
2. Effective period of the Contract offer:

The contract is established with the signatures of the Parties and enters into force when the Contract signed by the consumer is received by the Distributor. The entry into force requires the return of the Contract signed by the Applicant to the Distributor. If the Applicant (or his representative) fails to sign and return the Contract within 30 days the Distributor shall no longer be bound to his offer.
3. Payment obligation:

The Distributor retains the right to subsequent settlement before the commissioning of the consumption system if after the connection the gas demand of the consumption system actually built by the Applicant and the technical contents are different from those stated in the contract. 

The reimbursement method and amount of the connection fee to subsequent applicants along the route of the gas distribution pipeline to be constructed shall be stated in an individual agreement if such an event is expected.
